Please recycle any used bottles or throw away any
trash using the cans located outside of the Milam Family Multipurpose Center door.

e All personal items including water bottles, cell phones, keys, or wallets/small handbags may be placed safely out
of the way of members against the wall. Jackets, additional layers of clothing, book bags, gym bags, large
handbags ARE NOT PERMITTED in the Milam Family Multipurpose Center at any time. These items must either be
stored in a locker room, or in the cubby area of the Health and Adventure Center, or left in your vehicle. The
YMCA is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
